Notes on Arrival Form C
All overseas visitors who stay at the Brahma Kumaris must complete the Arrival Form C on the day of arrival in Mount Abu. This is for compulsory reporting to the Indian Government. 
· Indian and non-Indian passport holders must fill in one copy of Form C.
· A photocopy of the passport ID page and Indian visa page should be attached to and submitted with Form C, together on a single page. If the facial features on the photocopy are not clear, then an actual photo will be required.
· If travelling with an online visa (e-visa), a photocopy of the visa is to be made on arrival in Gyan Sarovar, as the stamp given at the airport on entering India is required.

· Those of Indian origin who are OCI and PIO holders can submit a photocopy of OCI or PIO instead of Passport ID Page on a single page with Form C.

Filling in Form C
The form can be printed in advance and partially filled in, then completed in Mount Abu. If there is any error in filling in the form, the whole form will need to be redone before being submitted to the local authorities. Over-writing, crossing out, white-out etc. are not accepted.
· Qu 4: “Nationality” refers to the issuing country of the passport held.

· Qu 5: “Postal Address in Country of Residence” - A foreign address of place of residence has to be given (including for those of Indian origin).

· Qu 16: “Arrived from” refers to the City and Country you flew out from.
Qu 17: “Arrived from Place” refers to the Indian city from which you came to Mount Abu (e.g. Ahmedabad, Mumbai, Delhi)

· Questions 18-21: The Date and Time of Arrival in the Institution, and precise Departure Date from the Institution can be left blank until you arrive in Mount Abu and are ready to submit the Form. The date of arrival is most important for local authorities and the forms must be submitted daily with the correct arrival date. It is essential that the BKs submit a check-out of foreign visitors on the Indian Government Site, so it is also important that your departure information is given accurately.
